other public records, which other safety
auditing companies also have.

Skyjet has a strict safety policy requir-
ing operators to undergo and pass on-site
safery audits from Wyvern Consulting
Ltd., ARG/US or from the Flight Safety
Foundartion’s Q-Star program.

“The Wyvern Standard and Q-Star
audits require certain criteria above and
bevond what the FAA requires for Part
135 certification,” Chung says. “Examples
include a maintenance-training program,
certain minimum equipment requirements,
a higher minimum level of pilot experi-
ence, and ongoing training in a ‘certified’
simulator — the latter being something
not required by the FAA.”

She says ARG/US’s Platinum audits
are systems oriented, concentrating on
“how the charter operator ensures its own
compliance with safety regulations, look-
ing for the presence of cross checks and
well-documented procedures,”

Both ARG/US and Q-Star encourage
charter operators to pay for their own
audirts, whereas Wyvern prohibits such
practice. Both Wyvern and its advisory
board, comprised of top flight depart-
ments from Fortune 100 and 500 compa-
nies, object to such a policy on grounds it
could compromise audit authenticity.

Rizzi says that Wyvern is the “gold
standard™ of GA safety, and that Air
Rovale is a Wyvern Authorized Broker.

“I stand by The Wyvern Standard,
and its 15-year ‘zero fatality record’ on
thousands of Wyvern-compliant Part 135
fights,” he says. “Since Wyvern’s establish-
ment in 1991, as the industry’s first inde-
pendent third-party auditing company,
they are the only company to date, which
has a zero fatality record on recommended
charter tlights.

Mathews says that private air charter
is very safe, and agrees, “actively ensuring
safety is paramount.”

Wyvern and ARG/US,” he says. “We're
proud to say there has never been an acci-
dent with any trip we've managed. For
each and every flight, we obtain relevant
information, cross check and verify with
audiring services, and provide copies to
our customers if requested.”

One thing’s for sure: an on-the-ball
air charter broker will take every measure
to ensure that aircraft and crews meet the
highest levels of safety and service require-
ments.
